The National Service Scheme (NSS) is a Central Sector Scheme of

Government of India, Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports.
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INTRODUCTION:

V.K. R.V. Rao, the father of NSS.NSSprovides opportunity to the student youth
of 11th & 12th Class of schools at +2 Board level and student youth of Technical
Institution, Graduate & Post Graduate at colleges and University level of India to take
part in various Government led community service activities & programmes. NSS was
launched in 1969 in 37 Universities involving about 40,000 volunteers which has now
spread over 657 Universities and 51 +2 Councils/Directorates, covering 20,669
Colleges/ Technical Institutions and 11,988 Senior Secondary School. Since inception,

over 7.4 crore students have benefitted from NSS.
NSS DAY:
» Every year 24th September is celebrated as NSS Day.

NSS AIM:

» Facilitate personality development of students through social and community
service.

» To identify the needs and problems of the community and involve them in the

problem-solving process.

> Encouraging youth to participate enthusiastically in the process of national

development and promote national integration through corporate living and

cooperative action.

The main objectives of National Service Scheme (NSS) are:
» The primary objective of developing the personality and character of the
student youth through voluntary community service.

To understand themselves in relation to their community

To gain skills in mobilising community participation
To acquire leadership qualities and democratic attitudes
To develop capacity to meet emergencies and natural disasters

To practise national integration and social harmony

upholds the need for self-less service.

NSS SYMBOL:

The NSS symbol is based on the "Rath" wheel of the Konark Sun Temple

situated in Odisha.

» The navy blue colour indicates the cosmos of which the NSS is a tiny part,
ready to contribute its share for the welfare of the mankind.

» The Red colour in the badge indicates that the NSS volunteers are full of blood
i.e. lively, active, energetic and full of high spirit.

NSS PROGRAMMES:

» National Service Scheme has two types of programmes:
» Regular Activities and Special Camping Programmes. Students enrolled as

NSS Volunteers are expected to work in the scheme for a period of two years
and also participate in Special Camping Programmes of 10 days duration.

Regular Activities:

NSS volunteer undertake various activities in campus adopted, villages and
slumps for community service. Duration of these service is 120 hours ie. 20

hours for orientation of NSS volunteers, 30 hours for campus work and 70

hours for community service. In regular NSS programmes students undertake

various activities in the college campuses, adopted villages, cities and slums
during weekends. Adoption of a village or an area is a meaningful programme
in NSS.

Special Programmes:

Special Camping Programme is a camp of ten days duration in adopted places
and it provides unique opportunities to the students for group living, collective
experience sharing, sharing responsibilities, addressing various developmental
issues of regional and national importance and constant interaction with the
community. 50 percentage NSS volunteers are expected to participate in these

camps.

ENROLMENT IN NSS:

NSS is a voluntary scheme. NSS scheme starts from 11th Standard onwards.

At college level the NSS volunteers will be enrolled from the first and second year

degree-class students. The students from foreign countries studying in Indian
universities can also join NSS so that they may share the experiences of national
reconstruction and community work. NCC cadets will not be allowed to join NSS.
Similarly NSS volunteers will not participate in NCC or any other youth organisation

as long as they are in NSS.

An NSS volunteer needs to devote a total of 240 hours social service in two
years duration. Every year, a NSS volunteer has to devote 20 hrs. of orientation and
100 hrs. of community service. To enrol as NSS volunteer, contact the NSS
Programme Officer of your college. Enrollment in NSS is free. The NSS volunteers on
successful completion of the required hours of service are issued a certificate. NSS
volunteers can get some weightage during admissions in higher studies and other

benefits as decided by the institutions/university.

The College has one NSS Unit with a total strength of 100 student Volunteers.

CODE OF CONDUCT FOR NSS VOLUNTEERS:

» All volunteers shall work under the guidance of a group leader nominated by
the program officer.
They shall make themselves worthy of the confidence and co-operation of the
group/ community leadership.
They shall scrupulously avoid entering into any controversial issues.
They shall keep day-to-day record of their activities/experience in the enclosing
pages of the diary and submit to the Group Leader/ Programme Officer for
periodic guidance.
It is obligatory and part of every volunteer to wear the NSS BADGE while on
the work.
